The following is a reminder of the plot structure of a story, I will be looking to see if these elements are included in your book report.
· Complication or Conflict –There are a number of different kinds of conflicts: 

· a struggle against nature 

· a struggle against another person, usually the antagonist 

· a struggle against society 

· a struggle for mastery by two elements within the person 

· the struggle against Fate or Destiny 

· Rising Action – that part of the plot in which the conflict of opposing forces is developed. It is the tying of the knot to be untied in the resolution. 

· Climax – the highest point of dramatic action where the reader makes the greatest emotional response. It is the turning point in the action, the crisis at which the rising action reverses and becomes the falling action. 

· Falling Action -  that part of the plot where things start to unravel for either the protagonist or the antagonist
· Resolution – literally, “unknotting”. The final unraveling of a plot; the solution or outcome. It is usually an ingenious untying of the knot of an intrigue, involving not only a satisfactory outcome of the main situation but an explanation of all the secrets and misunderstandings connected with the plot’s complication.
Remember, the author’s purpose is never only to entertain, you need to dig deeper than that and explain more. Think about what lesson or lessons the author is trying to teach you. Maybe the author is trying to persuade you to act in a certain way, or introduce you to a historic time, place, or people, so that we may better understand how people lived in the past. It is okay to disagree with what an author is saying, and still like the book.
